I write to confirm that I have lodged your application for a review of the decision of the homeless section to refuse you housing.  [I have also written to request copies of your medical records.]
This request was made within the 21 days from when you are told about the decision. [You can only make a request later than 21 days if you have a good reason for not doing so sooner].
The Council should now make a decision on our review application within 8 weeks.  

We have also asked them to provide you with accommodation until they can make a decision but they do not usually do this.

If you disagree with the review decision, you may then be able to appeal to the county court. If I feel that you have grounds then I would try to refer you to a specialist housing law solicitor to assist you with this. You must do this within 21 days of when you are told of the outcome of the review. You can also appeal to the county court if the council does not make a decision within eight weeks. You can ask the council to provide temporary accommodation until the appeal is heard but this is at their discretion and can only be challenged in court.

The decision the Council has made is that you are not in priority need.  They only have to provide you with accommodation when homeless if you are in priority need and satisfy certain other conditions.

You are only in priority need if:

· you are responsible for dependent children (usually those under 16, or under 19 if they are in full-time education or are unable to support themselves)
· you, or someone you live with, is pregnant

· you are homeless as a result of flood, fire or other disaster

· Aged 16-17

· 18-20 year olds leaving care

·  you are vulnerable
We are asking for the review on the basis that [insert reasons e.g. your health, and language problems make you vulnerable.]
I shall write to you again when I receive any reply from the Council.
