The holder of this letter  is a former asylum seeker who has now been granted leave to enter or remain in the UK.

They have not got  nor will s/he be given a NASS35.
Not all refugees or people with Humanitarian Protection or Discretionary Leave will be granted a NASS 35. 

This may happen when 

· a person is granted a positive decision before NASS support was given to them (usually while they are in emergency accommodation); or 

· if a person applied for asylum before the creation of NASS by the 1999 Immigration and Asylum Act; or

· if a person has been destitute or receiving support from friends, family, charity or employment.

Hence, those who were never in the Home Office BIA asylum support system will not be granted a NASS 35. 

These individuals are still entitled to receive benefits. If you require evidence, you should contact the Border and Immigration Agency to request a letter that the individual is not receiving NASS support.
