I regret to inform you that your asylum support appeal before the Asylum Support Adjudicators has been refused.

I attach a copy of the written reasons for the Adjudicator’s decision.

There is no appeal against this decision.  It is open for you to apply to the High Court for judicial review of the decision if the Adjudicator has made an error of law or has otherwise breached the principles of administrative law.  This is work that is reserved to solicitors and we would not be able to undertake this for you.  Any judicial review would need to be lodged quickly as possible, and in all events within three months of the refusal.

It is also possible for you to make a further application for support in the future, and the advice service would be happy to advise you on this.
