I wish to make a fresh claim for asylum and for leave to remain on the basis of the decision in S (Afghanistan).

I arrived on [date] but did not receive a decision until [date].  I believe that the Home Office failed to decide my case whilst a relevant policy was in force which would have been decided in my favour and led to a grant of exceptional leave to remain, and I would by now have been granted indefinite leave.  

As a result of this, I was deprived of my case being decided under the policy that was in force at the time for 
[Afghani cases of granting indefinite leave (not withdrawn until 15th November 2001)]

[Afghani cases of granting exceptional leave for four years (not withdrawn until 18th April 2002). If it had been granted then, I would by now have been granted indefinite leave.]
[Angolan cases who, like me, were not formerly resident in Luanda, of granting exceptional leave for 4 years exceptional leave (not withdrawn until some time after April 2003)].
[Iraqis from outside the Kurdish Autonomous Zone to be granted exceptional leave for 4 years (not withdrawn until 20th February 2003).  If it had been granted then, I would by now have been granted indefinite leave.]

[Sierra Leoneans of granting exceptional leave for four years (not withdrawn until 6th September 2002). If it had been granted then, I would by now have been granted indefinite leave.]
I thus require you to grant me with indefinite leave to remain within 30 days.  If you fail to do so I shall instruct solicitors to commence proceedings in the High Court for judicial review.  I am homeless and without anywhere to live or adequate support at this time and have thus suffered material loss arising from your unlawful actions.  Please expedite the decision so that I will not suffer further loss.
