This is what you told us
You wished to apply for a travel document.  You have status as a refugee in the UK.

This is the summary of our advice
You are recognised as a refugee in the UK.  This means that the UK Home Office will issue you with a Refugee Convention (Blue) travel document.  The application is made on a standard form and the application fee is £66.00, which has to be payable to ‘Accounting Officer, Home Office’. 

Your current leave to remain will be entered in the travel document.  If this is limited leave to rmain, the travel document will only be valid up to the date the leave expires. 

Applications may take up to 3 months to be prcoessed but are usually somewhat quicker than this. 

Your refugee travel document will probably be accepted as valid by most European and many other countries, but you should check before travelling.  Although the travel document says that you may enter any of several EU countries on a visit of up to three months without needing a visa from that country, the UK withdrew from the treaty regarding this.  This means that some of these countries will nevertheless require you to obtain a visa.

Some counties will not allow you to trave there if you have less than 6 months validity remaining on the passport.

This is what action we intend to take

We have helped you complete the travel document form.

We will submit the form by recorded delivery to the Home Office together with your previous travel documents (if any) and  a copy of your status letter.  When the travel document arrives we will contact you.

This is the action that you agreed to take

You will contact us if the travel document does not come in the next three months.  When it arrives you will need to pick it up from us and check immediately that the details on it are correct.
