Re: Your Appeal

I regret to inform you that the Immigration Judge has turned down your appeal.

I have looked carefully at the decision and recommend that you [do not] challenge this decision.  The reason for this is [give reasons]
The only way of challenging this decision is by lodging an application for reconsideration of the decision with the Asylum and Immigration tribunal.  

This application must be lodged within 5 working days of the deemed date of receipt of the decision – that is the AIT must receive it by [date].

This will be considered by a Senior Immigration Judge on the papers before him.  If that Judge identifies that there are some grounds for the appeal there will be a hearing todetermine whether an error in law has been made.
If the application for reconsideration is granted, the Judge can order that either:

1. part of the decision is reconsidered by the same Judge or a different Judge from the one who heard it initially; or

2. that the whole appeal is heard again; or

3. particularly in cases involving a complex legal point, that the case be heard by a panel of Senior Immigration Judges.

If the application for reconsideration is refused, an application can be made to the High Court, [but I would strongly recommend that if this happens you engage a solicitor to assist you].
