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South Yorkshire Refugee Network Terms of Reference
The South Yorkshire Refugee Network is a sub group of the Regional Refugee Network which brings together key organisations who provide support and services to the refugee and asylum communities across the South Yorkshire region.   
The South Yorkshire Refugee Network will:

1. Provide a forum for organisations providing support services for refugees, asylum seekers and economic migrants.
2. Act as a means of exchanging experience, support and good practice and seek practical solutions to local problems.
3. Collate and disseminate information about services for the client group from around the region.
4. Promote positive case studies regarding the client group.
5. Highlight attention to key issues and gaps in service provision which need to be addressed at strategic level by statutory organisations – locally, regionally or nationally. The network will set up specific task groups to address the issues raised.
6. Identify possible sources of funding which can be accessed by members of the network, either jointly or individually and support the bidding process.
7. Through the intermediary body attend the Yorkshire & the Humber Regional Refugee Network meetings.
Methods of working
a. South Yorkshire Refugee Network will meet every 2 months, subject to review before the end of 2005.
b. Information of meetings and events will be posted out using email.
c. Members of the South Yorkshire Refugee Network will attend relevant local, regional and national meetings and events as appropriate and feed in issues raised in the South Yorkshire network.
d. Issues that arise in other local fora, such as the Sheffield, Rotherham, Doncaster and Barnsley multi-agency fora and the South Yorkshire Refugee Communities’ Forum, will be fed into the South Yorkshire network for discussion.

Organisation of the meetings
(i.) The Chair will be elected by the network members.
(ii.) The South Yorkshire Refugee Network is convened and serviced by Northern Refugee Centre.
